Men’s Sexuality

Romans 1.18-32
God's Wrath Against Mankind 

 1:18 The wrath of God is being revealed from heaven against all the godlessness and wickedness of men who suppress the truth by their wickedness, 
1:19 since what may be known about God is plain to them, because God has made it plain to them. 
1:20 For since the creation of the world God's invisible qualities—his eternal power and divine nature—have been clearly seen, being understood from what has been made, so that men are without excuse. 
1:21For although they knew God, they neither glorified him as God nor gave thanks to him, but their thinking became futile and their foolish hearts were darkened. 
1:22 Although they claimed to be wise, they became fools 
1:23 and exchanged the glory of the immortal God for images made to look like mortal man and birds and animals and reptiles. 
1:24 Therefore God gave them over in the sinful desires of their hearts to sexual impurity for the degrading of their bodies with one another.

1:25 They exchanged the truth of God for a lie, and worshiped and served created things rather than the Creator—who is forever praised. Amen. 
1:26 Because of this, God gave them over to shameful lusts. Even their women exchanged natural relations for unnatural ones.

1:27 In the same way the men also abandoned natural relations with women and were inflamed with lust for one another. Men committed indecent acts with other men, and received in themselves the due penalty for their perversion.

1:28 Furthermore, since they did not think it worthwhile to retain the knowledge of God, he gave them over to a depraved mind, to do what ought not to be done.

1:29 They have become filled with every kind of wickedness, evil, greed and depravity. They are full of envy, murder, strife, deceit and malice. They are gossips,

1:30 slanderers, God-haters, insolent, arrogant and boastful; they invent ways of doing evil; they disobey their parents;

1:31 they are senseless, faithless, heartless, ruthless.

1:32 Although they know God's righteous decree that those who do such things deserve death, they not only continue to do these very things but also approve of those who practice them.

Phillipians 4.6-9

4:6 Don't worry about anything; instead, pray about everything. Tell God what you need, and thank him for all he has done.

4:7 If you do this, you will experience God's peace, which is far more wonderful than the human mind can understand. His peace will guard your hearts and minds as you live in Christ Jesus.

4:8 And now, dear brothers and sisters, let me say one more thing as I close this letter. Fix your thoughts on what is true and honorable and right. Think about things that are pure and lovely and admirable. Think about things that are excellent and worthy of praise.

4:9 Keep putting into practice all you learned from me and heard from me and saw me doing, and the God of peace will be with you.
Hebrews 2:17-18 
2:17 Therefore, it was necessary for Jesus to be in every respect like us, his brothers and sisters, so that he could be our merciful and faithful High Priest before God. He then could offer a sacrifice that would take away the sins of the people.

2:18 Since he himself has gone through suffering and temptation, he is able to help us when we are being tempted. 

1 Thes 4.1-8 
4:1 Finally, dear brothers and sisters,° we urge you in the name of the Lord Jesus to live in a way that pleases God, as we have taught you. You are doing this already, and we encourage you to do so more and more. 

4:2 For you remember what we taught you in the name of the Lord Jesus. 
4:3 God wants you to be holy, so you should keep clear of all sexual sin. 
4:4 Then each of you will control your body° and live in holiness and honor-- 
4:5 not in lustful passion as the pagans do, in their ignorance of God and his ways. 
4:6 Never cheat a Christian brother in this matter by taking his wife, for the Lord avenges all such sins, as we have solemnly warned you before.

4:7 God has called us to be holy, not to live impure lives. 
4:8 Anyone who refuses to live by these rules is not disobeying human rules but is rejecting God, who gives his Holy Spirit to you.

Gal 5.16-6.10 
5:16 So I advise you to live according to your new life in the Holy Spirit. Then you won't be doing what your sinful nature craves. 

5:17 The old sinful nature loves to do evil, which is just opposite from what the Holy Spirit wants. And the Spirit gives us desires that are opposite from what the sinful nature desires. These two forces are constantly fighting each other, and your choices are never free from this conflict. 

5:18 But when you are directed by the Holy Spirit, you are no longer subject to the law. 
5:19 When you follow the desires of your sinful nature, your lives will produce these evil results: sexual immorality, impure thoughts, eagerness for lustful pleasure, 

5:20 idolatry, participation in demonic activities, hostility, quarreling, jealousy, outbursts of anger, selfish ambition, divisions, the feeling that everyone is wrong except those in your own little group, 

5:21 envy, drunkenness, wild parties, and other kinds of sin. Let me tell you again, as I have before, that anyone living that sort of life will not inherit the Kingdom of God. 

5:22 But when the Holy Spirit controls our lives, he will produce this kind of fruit in us: love, joy, peace, patience, kindness, goodness, faithfulness, 

5:23 gentleness, and self-control. Here there is no conflict with the law. 
5:24 Those who belong to Christ Jesus have nailed the passions and desires of their sinful nature to his cross and crucified them there. 

5:25 If we are living now by the Holy Spirit, let us follow the Holy Spirit's leading in every part of our lives. 
5:26 Let us not become conceited, or irritate one another, or be jealous of one another. 
6:1 Dear brothers and sisters, if another Christian° is overcome by some sin, you who are godly should gently and humbly help that person back onto the right path. And be careful not to fall into the same temptation yourself. 

6:2 Share each other's troubles and problems, and in this way obey the law of Christ. 
6:3 If you think you are too important to help someone in need, you are only fooling yourself. You are really a nobody. 

6:4 Be sure to do what you should, for then you will enjoy the personal satisfaction of having done your work well, and you won't need to compare yourself to anyone else.

6:5 For we are each responsible for our own conduct. 
6:6 Those who are taught the word of God should help their teachers by paying them. 
6:7 Don't be misled. Remember that you can't ignore God and get away with it. You will always reap what you sow! 
6:8 Those who live only to satisfy their own sinful desires will harvest the consequences of decay and death. But those who live to please the Spirit will harvest everlasting life from the Spirit. 

6:9 So don't get tired of doing what is good. Don't get discouraged and give up, for we will reap a harvest of blessing at the appropriate time. 

6:10 Whenever we have the opportunity, we should do good to everyone, especially to our Christian brothers and sisters. 

1 Cor 10.12-13
10:12 If you think you are standing strong, be careful, for you, too, may fall into the same sin. 
10:13 But remember that the temptations that come into your life are no different from what others experience. And God is faithful. He will keep the temptation from becoming so strong that you can't stand up against it. When you are tempted, he will show you a way out so that you will not give in to it.

James 1.14-15 
1:14 Temptation comes from the lure of our own evil desires. 
1:15 These evil desires lead to evil actions, and evil actions lead to death. 
1:16 So don't be misled, my dear brothers and sisters. 

Rom 7.14-8.14 
7:14 The law is good, then. The trouble is not with the law but with me, because I am sold into slavery, with sin as my master. 

7:15 I don't understand myself at all, for I really want to do what is right, but I don't do it. Instead, I do the very thing I hate. 

7:16 I know perfectly well that what I am doing is wrong, and my bad conscience shows that I agree that the law is good. 

7:17 But I can't help myself, because it is sin inside me that makes me do these evil things. 
7:18 I know I am rotten through and through so far as my old sinful nature is concerned. No matter which way I turn, I can't make myself do right. I want to, but I can't. 

7:19 When I want to do good, I don't. And when I try not to do wrong, I do it anyway. 
7:20 But if I am doing what I don't want to do, I am not really the one doing it; the sin within me is doing it. 
7:21 It seems to be a fact of life that when I want to do what is right, I inevitably do what is wrong. 
7:22 I love God's law with all my heart. 
7:23 But there is another law at work within me that is at war with my mind. This law wins the fight and makes me a slave to the sin that is still within me. 

7:24 Oh, what a miserable person I am! Who will free me from this life that is dominated by sin?° 
7:25 Thank God! The answer is in Jesus Christ our Lord. So you see how it is: In my mind I really want to obey God's law, but because of my sinful nature I am a slave to sin. 

8:1 So now there is no condemnation for those who belong to Christ Jesus. 
8:2 For the power° of the life-giving Spirit has freed you° through Christ Jesus from the power of sin that leads to death. 

8:3 The law of Moses could not save us, because of our sinful nature. But God put into effect a different plan to save us. He sent his own Son in a human body like ours, except that ours are sinful. God destroyed sin's control over us by giving his Son as a sacrifice for our sins. 

8:4 He did this so that the requirement of the law would be fully accomplished for us° who no longer follow our sinful nature but instead follow the Spirit. 

8:5 Those who are dominated by the sinful nature think about sinful things, but those who are controlled by the Holy Spirit think about things that please the Spirit. 

8:6 If your sinful nature controls your mind, there is death. But if the Holy Spirit controls your mind, there is life and peace. 

8:7 For the sinful nature is always hostile to God. It never did obey God's laws, and it never will. 
8:8 That's why those who are still under the control of their sinful nature can never please God. 
8:9 But you are not controlled by your sinful nature. You are controlled by the Spirit if you have the Spirit of God living in you. (And remember that those who do not have the Spirit of Christ living in them are not Christians at all.) 

8:10 Since Christ lives within you, even though your body will die because of sin, your spirit is alive° because you have been made right with God. 

8:11 The Spirit of God, who raised Jesus from the dead, lives in you. And just as he raised Christ from the dead, he will give life to your mortal body by this same Spirit living within you. 

8:12 So, dear brothers and sisters,° you have no obligation whatsoever to do what your sinful nature urges you to do. 
8:13 For if you keep on following it, you will perish. But if through the power of the Holy Spirit you turn from it° and its evil deeds, you will live. 

8:14 For all who are led by the Spirit of God are children° of God. 

Mat 5.27-30 
5:27 "You have heard that the law of Moses says, 'Do not commit adultery.'°  
5:28 But I say, anyone who even looks at a woman with lust in his eye has already committed adultery with her in his heart. 

5:29 So if your eye--even if it is your good eye° --causes you to lust, gouge it out and throw it away. It is better for you to lose one part of your body than for your whole body to be thrown into hell. 

5:30 And if your hand--even if it is your stronger hand° --causes you to sin, cut it off and throw it away. It is better for you to lose one part of your body than for your whole body to be thrown into hell.
